TITANS LOOKING FOR SEC-
OND CONSECUTIVE WIN 
Prior to their bye, the Titans trav-
eled to Miami to meet the Dol-
phins on Monday Night Football. 
They rushed for 142 yards and 
two touchdowns, and Nick Folk 
connected on five field goals in a 
31-12 victory. Brian Callahan 
earned his first victory as the 
franchise's head coach. Levis ex-
ited the game at Miami in the 
first quarter due to an injured 
right shoulder. Backup Mason 
Rudolph went the rest of the way, 
completing nine of his 17 at-
tempts for 85 yards with no turn-
overs. 
On the ground, Tony Pollard led 
the Titans with 88 rushing yards 
on 22 carries, including a four-
yard touchdown run in the fourth 
quarter. He added 20 yards on a 
pair of receptions to give him 
108 total scrimmage yards. 
The Titans defense held the Dol-
phins to 184 total yards and 78 
net passing yards. Through four 
contests, the Titans have allowed 
a league-low 243.8 yards per 
game. Since 1970, that is their

•Daniels led the league in com-
pletion percentage (82.1 percent), 
led quarterbacks in rushing 
touchdowns (four), ranked sec-
ond among quarterbacks in rush-
ing yards (218), ranked third in 
passer rating (107.4, minimum 75 
attempts) and had 897 passing 
yards and three touchdown 
passes in the month of Sep-
tember. His 82.1 completion per-
centage (87 of 106) surpassed 
Tom Brady (79.2 percent, 95 of 
120, in 2007) for the highest 
completion percentage (mini-
mum 75 attempts) by a player in 
his team’s first four games of a 
season in NFL history. 
 
• Daniels becomes the third 
Washington player to win Offen-
sive Rookie of the Month and the 
first since 2012, joining Robert 

third-best defensive effort 
through four games and their best 
since allowing 243.5 yards per 
game in the first four games of 
1990. The Titans defense also 
leads the NFL in passing defense, 
allowing 124.0 passing yards per 
contest. 
 
THE COLTS 
The Colts traveled to Jackson-
ville last week and fell to the Jag-
uars by a final score of 37-34. 
Quarterback Joe Flacco, in his 
18h NFL season, started for the 
Colts in place of Richardson, 
who was out with an oblique in-
jury. Flacco passed for 359 yards 
and three touchdowns in the loss. 
Richardson was selected with the 
fourth overall pick in the 2023 
NFL Draft. The former Univer-
sity of Florida quarterback 
started four games as a rookie be-
fore being knocked out of action 
against the Titans in Week 5. This 
season, Richardson has passed 
for 654 yards and rushed for an 
additional 141 yards. Shane 
Steichen is in his second cam-
paign as the head coach of the 
Colts. The former Philadelphia 
Eagles offensive coordinator led 
the Colts to a 9-8 record in 2023, 
including six wins in the team's 
final nine contests.
